James J. McGinty, Jr., MD, a specialist in ad-
vanced laparoscopic surgery, has joined our full-
time Attending Staff. He will practice at both sites.
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JAMES J. McGINTY, MD

A native of Indiana, Dr. McGinty graduated from
the Hahnemann University School of Medicine (1997)
where he received the Hahnemann University Student
Leader Award in both 1994 and 1995. He completed his
surgical training at Allegheny General Hospital in Pitts-
burgh. During his residgency, he won the Department of
Surgery Resident Research Prize (2001) and was awarded
the "Golden Stethoscope Resident Teaching Excellence
Award" in both 2001 and 2002. The recipient of this an-
nual award is chosen by the medical school class at Hah-
nemann School of Medicine to recognize excellence in
teaching. In 2002 he received the "Outstanding La-
paroendoscopic Resident Award" from the Society of La-
paroendoscopic Surgeons. In 2003 he was certified in
General Surgery by the American Board of Surgery.

Dr. McGinty's interests are in advanced laparo-
scopic surgery (including minimally-invasive colonic sur-
gery and minimally-invasive bariatric surgery) and the
development of new technologies for training surgical res-
idents in the techniques of laparoscopic surgery. He re-
cently authored a textbook chapter on the subject of
laparoscopic subtotal and total colectomy. He has au-
thored journal articles and numerous abstracts on the sub-
ject of advanced laparoscopy and has lectured extensively
on this subject throughout the United States and Europe.

"I am delighted that Dr. McGinty has joined our
Department,” said Dr. George J. Todd, Chairman of Sur-
gery. "He has a proven record of clinical excellence, a
commitment to teaching and the ability to relate to oth-
ers as part of a team. His skills and interests complement
the rapidly evolving SLR Center for Minimally Invasive
and Robotic Surgery, begun by Drs. Ashton and DeRose
in 2001. This Center has already assumed a leadership
position on a national level and I have every confidence
that Dr. McGinty will play an important role in its further
evolution and development.”

tanley Brezenoff was named President and Chief Ex-
ecutive Officer of Continuum Health Partners in July
2003. In this position, Mr. Brezenoff oversees the
partnership of four venerable health care providers
in New York City: Beth Israel Medical Center, St. Luke's-
Roosevelt Hospital Center, Long Island College Hospital
and New York Eye and Ear Infirmary. Continuum delivers
care through nearly 3,100 certified beds in seven major hos-
pital facilities throughout Manhattan and Brooklyn, and
through group and private practice settings and ambulatory
centers in Manhattan, Brooklyn, the Bronx and Westchester
County. The hospital system maintains an annual operat-
ing budget of $2.3 billion, employs over 16,000 individuals
(the fifth largest employer in the metropolitan area) and
provides a home base for over 5,000 affiliated physicians.

Prior to joining Continuum, Mr. Brezenoff served
as President and Chief Executive Officer of Maimonides
Medical Center, a 705-bed tertiary care teaching hospital in
Brooklyn, New York -- a position he held from February
1995 to June 2003.

From 1990 to 1995, Mr. Brezenoff was Executive
Director of the Port Authority of New York and New Jersey,
a public-sector corporation that operates the world's largest
complex of trade and transportation facilities, including the
World Trade Center. In 1990 he also served as Senior Pro-

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gram Adyvisor for the Commonwealth Fund, a philanthropic
institution with a particular focus on health care.

Mr. Brezenofl's career in New York City public serv-
ice began in 1978 when he was appointed Commissioner
for the Department of Employment and later as Adminis-
trator of the Human Resources Administration. From 1981
to 1984, Mr. Brezenoff was President of the New York City
Health and Hospitals Corporation (HHC), which governs
the world's largest non-federal health care system.

In 1984, Mayor Edward Koch asked Mr. Brezenoff
to serve as Deputy Mayor for Operations and then as First
Deputy Mayor of the City of New York. In that position, he
directed the day-to-day operations of city agencies, includ-
ing Police, Fire, Sanitation, Parks, Transportation, Correc-
tions, Juvenile Justice, Probation, Human Resources, Health
and Aging. During that time, he was also a member of the
Metropolitan Transportation Authority Board, mayoral li-
aison to the Board of Education and City University of New
York (CUNY), as well as Chairman of HHC.

Prior to his appointments in city government, from
1969 to 1978 Mr. Brezenoff served as Program Officer for
the Ford Foundation in its National Affairs, Government &
Law and Social Policy Divisions. He was responsible for the
Foundation's $10 million program in non-judicial conflict
resolution and a host of other programs, including an in-
come security project that provided information for policy
makers in the welfare field.

Before joining the Foundation, Mr. Brezenoff was
active in the Congress of Racial Equality and the Citywide
Committee of Integrated Schools.

Mr. Brezenoff has served as Program Advisor for the
New York Urban Coalition. He has also served as Chairman
of the Board of Directors of Healthfirst, the League of Vol-
untary Hospitals & Homes of New York, New York Acad-
emy of Medicine (NYAM) and Dean's Council of New York
University Robert F. Wagner School of Public Service. Cur-
rently he serves as Chairman of the Greater New York Hos-
pital Association (GNYHA) and is currently a board
member of the Healthcare Association of New York State
(HANYS), Academic Medicine Development Company
(AMDeC) and Structured Employment and Economic De-
velopment Corporation (SEEDCO).

Mrt. Brezenoff was born in Brooklyn and received
his Bachelor of Arts Degree in Philosophy from Brooklyn
College.
